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Requirements for State Quality Assurance

1. Scope of state quality assurance

1. The contracting parties have agreed that the performance of this agreement will be subject to the process of state quality assurance in accordance with Act No. 309/2000 Coll., on Defence Standardisation, Codification and Government Quality Assurance of National Defence Products and Services and on the Amendment to the Trade Law, as amended (hereinafter simply “Act No. 309/2000 Coll.”). 

2. State quality assurance will be performed by an authorised representative of the office at the premises of the Seller that manufactures the product within the Czech Republic,

3. State quality assurance does not exempt the Seller from liability for defects in the product.

4. The state quality assurance process includes a final inspection pursuant to Section 27 of Act No. 309/2000 Coll.

5. The Seller is obliged to comply with the requirements of ČOS 051630, 2nd edition, NATO Quality Assurance Requirements for Inspection and Test and to enable the representative of the office to carry out the final check.

6. The Seller undertakes to conclude a contract with subcontractors defining the conditions for state quality assurance, as specified in this agreement. 

2. Conditions for the performance of state quality assurance

7. The Seller will present the representative of the office with a list of subcontractors and their suppliers. The office representative will determine which sub-supplies will be subject to the state quality assurance process. For the purposes of conducting state quality assurance with the designated subcontractors the Seller will provide the office representative with the relevant sub-supplier contracts as soon as they are concluded.

8. On the basis of the office representative’s decision, become commencing the performance of the agreement the Seller will draw up a quality plan for the product in accordance with ČOS 051648, 3rd edition,  NATO Requirements for Deliverable Quality Plans. The Seller will present the quality plan to the office representative for appraisal and to be supplemented, if necessary. The Seller will incorporate any of the office representative’s comments relating to its activities into that plan.
9. At the request of the representative of the office the Seller will:

a) provide, free of charge, the necessary rooms for the office representative to work in, equipped with inventory, telephones for the internal, municipal and intercity network, etc.; 

b) provide a parking space at the site for the office representative’s company car;

c) provide, free of charge, the necessary premises for the state quality assurance procedure, such as control rooms, laboratories, testing rooms, warehouses and other professionally staffed premises, including, in justified cases, outside of working hours.

10. The Seller will provide the representative of the office with access to the approved and registered set of technical documentation filed with the Seller. This set of documentation must contain all changes that have been implemented.
11. The supplier will use its own resources to ensure the necessary material analyses associated with state quality assurance, in its own or independent laboratories.

12. The Seller’s quality control department will pass on the products to the representative of the office for the final check after the internal check has been conducted with the prescribed and duly completed accompanying documents in accordance with the relevant documentation and agreements. 

13. The Seller is aware that it is obliged to provide the representative of the office with all its requests for deviations, exceptions or changes to the product and that the purchaser has authorised the Defence Standardisation, Codification, and Government Quality Assurance Authority (hereinafter simply “Office”) to process the Seller’s request for permission for deviations, exceptions and changes to the product to the following extent:
